Donors like you know that Casa has a
history of doing what it takes to keep
children safe fromm abuse and neglect.
While we cannot serve every child and
family in crisis in Houston, we always try
to do more with your support.

In recent years there has been an
increased focus on preventing the
placement of children in foster care
by doing more to meet the needs

of families before a crisis occurs.

Late last year, Casa began piloting

a Prevention Services Program to
intervene with families identified as at-
risk for abuse and neglect and limiting
their involvement with the child welfare
system.

Casa's Prevention Services offers

crisis intervention, case management
services, frauma-informed parenting
classes and coaching, and serves
anywhere from 4-8 families at a time.
Referrals come from other community-
based organizations, partners, and
from families who self-identify and
reach out to us on their own, like
Andrew.

YOU EMPOWERED ANDREW TO BE
HIS CHILDREN NEED

Casa de Esperanza’s Prevention Services Program
allows us to intervene with families at-risk for child
abuse and neglect to prevent involvement or re-
involvement with the child welfare system. Recently,
we served Andrew, a father whose children had been
removed from their mother’s custody by DFPS, and
would soon have his four children living with him. He
needed assistance to navigate this drastic change.
Casa provided him with school supplies, clothes,
cleaning supplies, and referrals for furniture.

Our help allowed Andrew to focus on his CPS hearings,
which led to receiving sole custody of his children.
Casa’s support empowered him to provide a safe

and stable home for his children and helped him
know that he was not alone. In a note Andrew shared,

“We’ve been unfortunate, my kids and I. Thank
you all for your generosity. May God reward you
all for your efforts and may you bring hope to
many families.”

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Lia's story turned toward hope. At 12 months old, she still faces
many challenges but we know she has a bright future. You are
the lifeline to Lia and to so many other precious children.
